College Night will be held Monday, August 30th 
from 6:30-7:30 pm in the cafeteria for students in grades 
10-12 and their parents. Information on colleges, schol-
arships, financial aid, ACT, SAT, PSAT and Advanced 
Placement testing will be presented. This is your op-
portunity to get answers to any questions you may have 
about the college admission process.  The meeting is 
not mandatory, but highly recommended.

The PSAT test will be administered at CPLS 
on Wednesday, October 13th at 8:00am.

Tenth graders may take this test for 
practice if they so desire, but the only score that will 
count will be taken from their junior year. This test is only 
given once a year. 

The fee is $12.00 and should be paid when regis-
tering for the test. You may sign up for the test at Col-
lege night or simply take the form that night and return it 
to the office by Friday, October 1st.
